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Item 1.01 Entry into a Material Definitive Agreement.
The Notes and the Indenture

On June 18, 2021, Cracker Barrel Old Country Store, Inc., a Tennessee corporation (the “Company”), closed its previously announced issuance
and sale of $300 million aggregate principal amount of 0.625% Convertible Senior Notes due 2026 (the “Notes”), which included the exercise in full of the
initial purchasers’ option to purchase up to an additional $25 million principal amount of the Notes. The aggregate net proceeds to the Company from the
issuance and sale of the $300 million aggregate principal amount of the Notes were approximately $291.1 million, after deducting the initial purchasers’
discounts and commissions and the Company’s estimated offering fees and expenses.

The Notes were issued pursuant to an indenture, dated June 18, 2021 (the “Indenture”), between the Company and U.S. Bank National
Association, as trustee (the “Trustee”), and are the Company’s unsecured, unsubordinated obligations and are (i) equal in right of payment with the
Company’s existing and future senior, unsecured indebtedness; (ii) senior in right of payment to the Company’s existing and future indebtedness that is
expressly subordinated in right of payment to the Notes; (iii) effectively subordinated to the Company’s existing and future secured indebtedness, to the
extent of the value of the collateral securing that indebtedness; and (iv) structurally subordinated to all existing and future indebtedness and other liabilities,
including trade payables, and (to the extent that the Company is not a holder thereof) preferred equity, if any, of the Company’s subsidiaries.

The Notes bear cash interest at a rate of 0.625% per annum, payable semi-annually in arrears on June 15 and December 15 of each year, beginning
on December 15, 2021. The Notes mature on June 15, 2026, unless earlier converted, repurchased or redeemed. Noteholders may convert their Notes at
their option only in the following circumstances:

@) during any calendar quarter commencing after the calendar quarter ending on September 30, 2021, if the last reported sale price per share of
the Company’s common stock for each of at least 20 trading days, whether or not consecutive, during the 30 consecutive trading days ending
on, and including, the last trading day of the immediately preceding calendar quarter, exceeds 130% of the conversion price then in effect on
each applicable trading day, as determined by the Company in good faith;

(ii) during the five consecutive business days immediately after any ten consecutive trading day period (such ten consecutive trading day period,
the “Measurement Period”) if the trading price per $1,000 principal amount of Notes for each trading day of the Measurement Period was less
than 98% of the product of the last reported sale price per share of the Company’s common stock on such trading day and the conversion rate
on such trading day, subject to compliance with certain procedures and conditions, as set forth in the Indenture;

(iii) upon the occurrence of certain corporate events or distributions on the Company’s common stock, as set forth in the Indenture;
@iv) if the Company calls all or any Notes for redemption (provided that only Notes called for redemption shall become convertible); and
W) at any time from, and including, December 15, 2025 until the close of business on the second scheduled trading day immediately before the

maturity date.

The Company will settle any conversions by paying or delivering, as applicable, cash or, if applicable and at the Company’s election, a
combination of cash (which shall not be less than $1,000 for each $1,000 principal amount of Notes being settled) and shares of the Company’s common
stock, based on the applicable conversion rate(s) at the time of each such conversion. The consideration due upon conversion will be determined over an
observation period consisting of 25 “VWAP Trading Days” (as defined in the Indenture). The initial conversion rate is 5.3153 shares of the Company’s
common stock per $1,000 principal amount of Notes, which represents an initial conversion price of approximately $188.14 per share of the Company’s
common stock, a premium of 25.0% over the last reported sale price of $150.51 per share on June 15, 2021, the date on which the Notes were priced. The
conversion rate and conversion price will be subject to customary adjustments upon the occurrence of certain events. In addition, if certain corporate events
that constitute a “Make-Whole Fundamental Change” (as defined in the Indenture) occur, then the conversion rate will, in certain circumstances, be
increased for a specified period of time.

The Notes will be redeemable, in whole or in part (so long as any partial redemptions do not result in less than $50.0 million principal amount of
Notes outstanding), at the Company’s option at any time, and from time to time, on or after June 15, 2024 and on or before the 25th scheduled trading day
immediately before the maturity date, at a cash redemption price equal to the principal amount of the Notes to be redeemed, plus accrued and unpaid
interest thereon to, but excluding, the redemption date, but only if the last reported sale price per share of the Company’s common stock exceeds 130% of
the conversion price on (i) each of at least 20 trading days, whether or not consecutive, during the 30 consecutive trading days ending on, and including, the
trading day immediately before the date the Company sends the related redemption notice and (ii) the trading day immediately before the date the
Company sends such notice. In addition, calling any Note for redemption will constitute a Make-Whole Fundamental Change with respect to that Note, in
which case the conversion rate applicable to the conversion of that Note will be increased in certain circumstances if it is converted after it is called for
redemption.




If certain corporate events that constitute a “Fundamental Change” (as defined in the Indenture) occur, then noteholders will have the right to
require the Company to repurchase their Notes at a cash repurchase price equal to the principal amount of the Notes to be repurchased, plus accrued and
unpaid interest thereon to, but excluding, the “Fundamental Change Repurchase Date” (as defined in the Indenture). The definition of Fundamental Change
includes certain business combination transactions involving the Company and certain de-listing events with respect to the Company’s common stock.

The Indenture does not contain any financial or operating covenants or restrictions on the payments of dividends, the incurrence of indebtedness or
the issuance or repurchase of securities by the Company or any of its subsidiaries. The Indenture contains customary terms and covenants and events of
default. If any event of default (other than certain events of bankruptcy, insolvency or reorganization involving the Company) occurs and is continuing,
then the Trustee, by written notice to the Company, or noteholders of at least 25% of the aggregate principal amount of Notes then outstanding, by written
notice to the Company and the Trustee, may declare the principal amount of, and all accrued and unpaid interest on, all of the Notes then outstanding to
become due and payable immediately. If an event of default involving certain events of bankruptcy, insolvency or reorganization occurs, then the principal
amount of, and all accrued and unpaid interest on, all of the Notes then outstanding will immediately become due and payable without any further action or
notice by any person. However, notwithstanding the foregoing, the Company may elect, at its option, that the sole remedy for an event of default relating to
certain failures by the Company to comply with certain reporting covenants in the Indenture will consist exclusively of the right of the noteholders to
receive special interest on the Notes for up to 180 calendar days during which such event of default has occurred and is continuing, at a specified rate for
the first 90 days of 0.25% per annum, and thereafter at a rate of 0.50% per annum, on the principal amount of the Notes.

Convertible Note Hedge and Warrant Transactions

In connection with the issuance of the Notes, the Company entered into privately negotiated convertible note hedge transactions (the “Convertible
Note Hedge Transactions”) with certain of the initial purchasers of the Notes (the “Initial Purchasers”) and/or their respective affiliates and other financial
institutions (in this capacity, the “Hedge Counterparties”). Concurrently with the Company’s entry into the Convertible Note Hedge Transactions, the
Company also entered into separate, privately negotiated warrant transactions with the Hedge Counterparties collectively relating to the same number of
shares of the Company’s common stock underlying the Notes, which initially is approximately 1.6 million shares, subject to customary anti-dilution
adjustments, and for which the Company received premiums that partially offset the cost of entering into the Convertible Note Hedge Transactions (the
“Warrant Transactions” and, collectively with the Convertible Note Hedge Transactions, the “Convertible Note Hedge and Warrant Transactions™).

The Convertible Note Hedge Transactions cover, subject to customary anti-dilution adjustments substantially similar to those applicable to the
Notes, approximately 1.6 million shares, the number of shares of the Company’s common stock initially underlying the Notes. The Convertible Note Hedge
Transactions are intended to reduce the potential dilution with respect to the Company’s common stock or offset any potential cash payments the Company
is required to make in excess of the principal amount of converted Notes, as the case may be, in the event that the market price of the Company’s common
stock is greater than the strike price of the Convertible Note Hedge Transactions, which is initially $188.1361 per share of the Company’s common stock.
The Warrant Transactions could separately have a dilutive effect on the Company’s common stock to the extent that the market price of the Company’s
common stock, as measured under the terms of the Warrant Transactions, exceeds the strike price of the warrants, which is initially $263.3925, representing
a premium of 75% to the $150.51 per share last reported sale price of the Company’s common stock on June 15, 2021. Initially, a maximum of 1,993,200
shares of the Company’s common stock may be issued upon conversion of the Notes, based on the initial maximum conversion rate of 6.6440 shares of
common stock per $1,000 principal amount of Notes, which is subject to customary anti-dilution adjustment provisions. The number of shares of the
Company’s common stock issuable pursuant to the Warrants is limited to a contractual maximum of 3,189,180 shares.

The portion of the net proceeds to the Company from the offering of the Notes that was used to pay the premium on the Convertible Note Hedge
Transactions (calculated after taking into account the proceeds to the Company from the Warrant Transactions) was approximately $30.3 million.

The Convertible Note Hedge and Warrant Transactions are not part of the terms of the Notes and will not affect any noteholder’s rights under the
Notes. Noteholders will not have any rights with respect to the Convertible Note Hedge and Warrant Transactions.

A copy of the Indenture and the Form of 0.625% Convertible Senior Note due 2026 are filed as Exhibits 4.1 and 4.2, respectively, to this Current
Report on Form 8-K (this “Form 8-K”) and are incorporated herein by reference, and the forms of the confirmations with respect to the (i) Convertible Note
Hedge Transactions and (ii) Warrant Transactions are filed as Exhibits 10.1 and 10.2, respectively, to this Form 8-K and are incorporated herein by
reference. The above descriptions of the Indenture, the Notes and the Convertible Note Hedge and Warrant Transactions are summaries, are not complete
and are qualified in their entirety by reference to the terms of the Indenture, the Notes and forms of confirmations filed as exhibits hereto.

Certain Relationships

Certain of the Initial Purchasers and/or their affiliates act as lenders and/or agents under the Company’s revolving credit facility and will therefore
receive a portion of the proceeds by reason of the repayment of outstanding borrowings under the Company’s revolving credit facility. Certain of the Initial
Purchasers or their respective affiliates also entered into the Convertible Note Hedge and Warrant Transactions with the Company and received a portion of
the net proceeds from the offering of the Notes applied to those transactions. The Trustee and/or certain of its affiliates act as lenders and/or agents under
the Company’s revolving credit facility and may also hold the Notes.

The Notes were issued to the
Initial Purchasers in reliance upon Section 4(a)(2) of the Securities Act of 1933, as amended (the “Securities Act”) in transactions not involving any public
offering. The Initial Purchasers are initially offering the Notes only to persons whom the Initial Purchasers reasonably believe are “qualified institutional
buyers,” as defined in, and in accordance with, Rule 144A under the Securities Act. The Company relied on these exemptions from registration based in
part on representations made by the Initial Purchasers. Any shares of the Company’s common stock that may be issued upon conversion of the Notes will
be issued in reliance upon Section 3(a)(9) of the Securities Act as involving an exchange by the Company exclusively with its security holders. The Notes
and the Company’s common stock issuable upon conversion of the Notes have not been registered under the Securities Act and may not be offered or sold
in the United States absent registration or an applicable exemption from registration requirements.

The issuance and sale by the Company of the warrants in the Warrant Transactions to the Hedge Counterparties was made in reliance upon
Section 4(a)(2) of the Securities Act in transactions not involving any public offering.

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INDENTURE, dated as of June 18, 2021, between Cracker Barrel Old Country Store, Inc., a Tennessee corporation, as issuer (the “Company”),
and U.S. Bank National Association, as trustee (the “Trustee”).

Each party to this Indenture (as defined below) agrees as follows for the benefit of the other party and for the equal and ratable benefit of the
Holders (as defined below) of the Notes (as defined below).

Article1. DEFINITIONS; RULES OF CONSTRUCTION
Section 1.01.  DEFINITIONS.
“Additional Interest” means any interest that accrues on any Note pursuant to Section 3.04.
“Affiliate” has the meaning set forth in Rule 144 as in effect on the Issue Date.

“Authorized Denomination” means, with respect to a Note, a principal amount thereof equal to $1,000 or any integral multiple of $1,000 in
excess thereof.

“Bankruptcy Law” means Title 11, United States Code, or any similar U.S. federal or state or non-U.S. law for the relief of debtors.

“Bid Solicitation Agent” means the Person who is required to obtain bids for the Trading Price in accordance with Section 5.01(C)(i)(2) and the
definition of “Trading Price.” The initial Bid Solicitation Agent on the Issue Date will be the Company; provided, however, that the Company may appoint
any other Person (including itself or any of its Subsidiaries) to be the Bid Solicitation Agent at any time after the Issue Date without prior notice to the
Holders.

“Board of Directors” means the board of directors of the Company or a committee of such board duly authorized to act on behalf of such board.

“Business Day” means any day other than a Saturday, a Sunday or any day on which the Federal Reserve Bank of New York is authorized or
required by law, regulation or executive order to close or be closed.

“Capital Stock” of any Person means any and all shares of, interests in, rights to purchase, warrants or options for, participations in, or other
equivalents of, in each case however designated, the equity of such Person, but excluding any debt securities convertible into such equity.

“Close of Business” means 5:00 p.m., New York City time.
“Common Stock” means the common stock, $0.01 par value per share, of the Company, subject to Section 5.09.

“Company” means the Person named as such in the first paragraph of this Indenture and, subject to Article 6, its successors and assigns.




“Company Order” means a written request or order signed on behalf of the Company by one (1) of its Officers and delivered to the Trustee.

“Conversion Date” means, with respect to a Note, the first Business Day on which the requirements set forth in Section 5.02(A) to convert such
Note are satisfied.

“Conversion Price” means, as of any time, an amount equal to (A) one thousand dollars ($1,000) divided by (B) the Conversion Rate in effect at
such time.

“Conversion Rate” initially means 5.3153 shares of Common Stock per $1,000 principal amount of Notes; provided, however, that the
Conversion Rate is subject to adjustment pursuant to Article 5; provided, further, that whenever this Indenture refers to the Conversion Rate as of a
particular date without setting forth a particular time on such date, such reference will be deemed to be to the Conversion Rate immediately after the Close
of Business on such date.

“Conversion Share” means any share of Common Stock issued or issuable upon conversion of any Note.

“Daily Cash Amount” means, with respect to any VWAP Trading Day, the lesser of (A) the applicable Daily Maximum Cash Amount; and (B)
the Daily Conversion Value for such VWAP Trading Day.

“Daily Conversion Value” means, with respect to any VWAP Trading Day, one-twenty-fifth (1/25th) of the product of (A) the Conversion Rate
on such VWAP Trading Day; and (B) the Daily VWAP per share of Common Stock on such VWAP Trading Day.

“Daily Maximum Cash Amount” means, with respect to the conversion of any Note, the quotient obtained by dividing (A) the Specified Dollar
Amount applicable to such conversion by (B) twenty-five (25).

“Daily Share Amount” means, with respect to any VWAP Trading Day, the quotient obtained by dividing (A) the excess, if any, of the Daily
Conversion Value for such VWAP Trading Day over the applicable Daily Maximum Cash Amount by (B) the Daily VWAP for such VWAP Trading Day.
For the avoidance of doubt, the Daily Share Amount will be zero for such VWAP Trading Day if such Daily Conversion Value does not exceed such Daily
Maximum Cash Amount.

“Daily VWAP” means, for any VWAP Trading Day, the per share volume-weighted average price of the Common Stock as displayed under the
heading “Bloomberg VWAP” on Bloomberg page “CBRL <EQUITY> AQR?” (or, if such page is not available, its equivalent successor page) in respect of
the period from the scheduled open of trading until the scheduled close of trading of the primary trading session on such VWAP Trading Day (or, if such
volume-weighted average price is unavailable, the market value of one share of Common Stock on such VWAP Trading Day, determined, using a volume-
weighted average price method, by a nationally recognized independent investment banking firm selected by the Company, which may include any of the
Initial Purchasers). The Daily VWAP will be determined without regard to after-hours trading or any other trading outside of the regular trading session.




“De-Legending Deadline Date” means, with respect to any Note, the fifteenth (15th) day after the Free Trade Date of such Note; provided,
however, that if such fifteenth (15th) day is after a Regular Record Date and on or before the next Interest Payment Date, then the De-Legending Deadline
Date for such Note will instead be the Business Day immediately after such Interest Payment Date.

“Default” means any event that is (or, after notice, passage of time or both, would be) an Event of Default.

“Default Settlement Method” means Combination Settlement with a Specified Dollar Amount of $1,000 per $1,000 principal amount of Notes;
provided, however, that the Company may, from time to time, change the Default Settlement Method by sending notice of the new Default Settlement
Method to the Holders, the Trustee and the Conversion Agent.

“Depositary” means The Depository Trust Company or its successor.
“Depositary Participant” means any member of, or participant in, the Depositary.

“Depositary Procedures” means, with respect to any conversion, transfer, exchange or transaction involving a Global Note or any beneficial
interest therein, the rules and procedures of the Depositary applicable to such conversion, transfer, exchange or transaction.

“Ex-Dividend Date” means, with respect to an issuance, dividend or distribution on the Common Stock, the first date on which shares of
Common Stock trade on the applicable exchange or in the applicable market, regular way, without the right to receive such issuance, dividend or
distribution (including pursuant to due bills or similar arrangements required by the relevant stock exchange). For the avoidance of doubt, any alternative
trading convention on the applicable exchange or market in respect of the Common Stock under a separate ticker symbol or CUSIP number will not be
considered “regular way” for this purpose.

“Exchange Act” means the U.S. Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended.

“Exempted Fundamental Change” means any Fundamental Change with respect to which, in accordance with Section 4.02(I), the Company
does not offer to repurchase any Notes.

“Free Trade Date” means, with respect to any Note, the date that is one (1) year after the Last Original Issue Date of such Note.

“Freely Tradable” means, with respect to any Note, that such Note would be eligible to be offered, sold or otherwise transferred pursuant to Rule
144 if held by a Person that is not an Affiliate of the Company, and that has not been an Affiliate of the Company during the immediately preceding three
(3) months, without any requirements as to volume, manner of sale, availability of current public information or notice under the Securities Act (except
that, during the six (6) month period beginning on, and including, the date that is six (6) months after the Last Original Issue Date of such Note, any such
requirement as to the availability of current public information will be disregarded if the same is satisfied at that time); provided, however, that from and
after the Free Trade Date of such Note, such Note will not be “freely tradable” unless such Note (x) is not identified by a “restricted” CUSIP or ISIN
number at any time; and (y) is not represented by any certificate that bears a Restricted Note Legend or any similar restrictive note legend described in
Section 2.09. For the avoidance of doubt, whether a Note is deemed to be identified by a “restricted” CUSIP or ISIN number or to bear the Restricted Note
Legend is subject to Section 2.12.




“Fundamental Change” means any of the following events:

(A) a “person” or “group” (within the meaning of Section 13(d)(3) of the Exchange Act), other than the Company or its Wholly Owned
Subsidiaries, or their respective employee benefit plans, files any report with the SEC indicating that such person or group has become the direct or indirect
“beneficial owner” (as defined below) of shares of the Company’s common equity representing more than fifty percent (50%) of the voting power of all of
the Company’s then-outstanding Common Stock;

(B)  the consummation of (i) any sale, lease or other transfer, in one transaction or a series of transactions, of all or substantially all of the assets
of the Company and its Subsidiaries, taken as a whole, to any Person, other than solely to the Company or one or more of the Company’s Wholly Owned
Subsidiaries; or (ii) any transaction or series of related transactions in connection with which (whether by means of merger, consolidation, share exchange,
combination, reclassification, recapitalization, acquisition, liquidation or otherwise) all of the Common Stock is exchanged for, converted into, acquired
for, or constitutes solely the right to receive, other securities, cash or other property; provided, however, that any merger, consolidation, share exchange or
combination of the Company pursuant to which the Persons that directly or indirectly “beneficially owned” (as defined below) all classes of the Company’s
common equity immediately before such transaction directly or indirectly “beneficially own,” immediately after such transaction, more than fifty percent
(50%) of all classes of common equity of the surviving, continuing or acquiring company or other transferee, as applicable, or the parent thereof, in
substantially the same proportions vis-a-vis each other as immediately before such transaction will be deemed not to be a Fundamental Change pursuant to
this clause (B);

(C)  the Company’s stockholders approve any plan or proposal for the liquidation or dissolution of the Company; or

(D) the Common Stock ceases to be listed or traded on any of The New York Stock Exchange, The NASDAQ Global Market or The
NASDAQ Global Select Market (or any of their respective successors);

provided, however, that a transaction or event described in clause (A) or (B) above will not constitute a Fundamental Change if at least ninety percent
(90%) of the consideration received or to be received by the holders of Common Stock (excluding cash payments for fractional shares or pursuant to
dissenters rights), in connection with such transaction or event, consists of shares of common stock listed or traded (or American depositary receipts
representing shares of common stock, which depositary receipts are listed or traded) on any of The New York Stock Exchange, The NASDAQ Global
Market or The NASDAQ Global Select Market (or any of their respective successors), or that will be so listed or traded when issued or exchanged in
connection with such transaction or event, and such transaction or event constitutes a Common Stock Change Event whose Reference Property consists of
such consideration.




For the purposes of this definition, (x) any transaction or event described in both clause (A) and in clause (B)(ii) above (without regard to the
proviso in clause (B)) will be deemed to occur solely pursuant to clause (B) above (subject to such proviso); and (y) whether a Person is a “beneficial
owner,” whether shares are “beneficially owned,” and percentage beneficial ownership, will be determined in accordance with Rule 13d-3 under the
Exchange Act.

“Fundamental Change Repurchase Date” means the date fixed for the repurchase of any Notes by the Company pursuant to a Repurchase Upon
Fundamental Change.

“Fundamental Change Repurchase Notice” means a notice (including a notice substantially in the form of the “Fundamental Change
Repurchase Notice” set forth in Exhibit A) containing the information, or otherwise complying with the requirements, set forth in Section 4.02(F)(i) and
Section 4.02(F)(ii).

“Fundamental Change Repurchase Price” means the cash price payable by the Company to repurchase any Note upon its Repurchase Upon
Fundamental Change, calculated pursuant to Section 4.02(D).

“Global Note” means a Note that is represented by a certificate substantially in the form set forth in Exhibit A, registered in the name of the
Depositary or its nominee, duly executed by the Company and authenticated by the Trustee, and deposited with the Trustee, as custodian for the Depositary.

“Global Note Legend” means a legend substantially in the form set forth in Exhibit B-2.

“Holder” means a person in whose name a Note is registered on the Registrar’s books.

“Indenture” means this Indenture, as amended or supplemented from time to time.

“Initial Purchasers” means BofA Securities, Inc., Wells Fargo Securities, LLC, Goldman Sachs & Co. LLC and Truist Securities, Inc.

“Interest Payment Date” means, with respect to a Note, each June 15 and December 15 of each year, commencing on December 15, 2021 (or
such other date specified in the certificate representing such Note). For the avoidance of doubt the Maturity Date is an Interest Payment Date.

“Issue Date” means June 18, 2021.

“Last Original Issue Date” means (A) with respect to any Notes issued pursuant to the Purchase Agreement (including any Notes issued pursuant
to the exercise of the Shoe Option by the Initial Purchasers), and any Notes issued in exchange therefor or in substitution thereof, the later of (i) the Issue
Date and (ii) the last date any Notes are originally issued pursuant to the exercise of the Shoe Option; and (B) with respect to any Notes issued pursuant to
Section 2.03(B), and any Notes issued in exchange therefor or in substitution thereof, either (i) the later of (x) the date such Notes are originally issued and
(y) the last date any Notes are originally issued as part of the same offering pursuant to the exercise of an option granted to the initial purchaser(s) of such
Notes to purchase additional Notes; or (ii) such other date as is specified in an Officer’s Certificate delivered to the Trustee before the original issuance of
such Notes.




“Last Reported Sale Price” of the Common Stock for any Trading Day means the closing sale price per share (or, if no closing sale price is
reported, the average of the last bid price and the last ask price per share or, if more than one in either case, the average of the average last bid prices and
the average last ask prices per share) of Common Stock on such Trading Day as reported in composite transactions for the principal U.S. national or
regional securities exchange on which the Common Stock is then listed.

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Article 2. THE NOTES
Section 2.01. Form, DATING AND DENOMINATIONS.

The Notes and the Trustee’s certificate of authentication will be substantially in the form set forth in Exhibit A. The Notes will bear the legends
required by Section 2.09 and may bear notations, legends or endorsements required by law, stock exchange rule or usage or the Depositary. Each Note will
be dated as of the date of its authentication.

Except to the extent otherwise provided in a Company Order delivered to the Trustee in connection with the issuance and authentication thereof,
the Notes will be issued initially in the form of one or more Global Notes. Global Notes may be exchanged for Physical Notes, and Physical Notes may be
exchanged for Global Notes, only as provided in Section 2.10.

The Notes will be issuable only in registered form without interest coupons and only in Authorized Denominations.

Each certificate representing a Note will bear a unique registration number that is not affixed to any other certificate representing another
outstanding Note.

The terms contained in the Notes constitute part of this Indenture, and, to the extent applicable, the Company and the Trustee, by their execution
and delivery of this Indenture, agree to such terms and to be bound thereby; provided, however, that, to the extent that any provision of any Note conflicts
with the provisions of this Indenture, the provisions of this Indenture will control for purposes of this Indenture and such Note.

Section 2.02. EXECUTION, AUTHENTICATION AND DELIVERY.

A) Due Execution by the Company. At least one (1) duly authorized Officer will sign the Notes on behalf of the Company by manual or
facsimile signature or as otherwise provided for by Section 11.18. A Note’s validity will not be affected by the failure of any Officer whose signature is on
any Note to hold, at the time such Note is authenticated, the same or any other office at the Company.

®) Authentication by the Trustee and Delivery.

(@) No Note will be valid until it is authenticated by the Trustee. A Note will be deemed to be duly authenticated only when an
authorized signatory of the Trustee (or a duly appointed authenticating agent) manually signs the certificate of authentication of such Note.

If a Holder of any Note claims that such Note has been mutilated, lost, destroyed or wrongfully taken, then the Company will issue, execute and
deliver, and the Trustee will authenticate, in each case in accordance with Section 2.02, a replacement Note upon surrender to the Trustee of such mutilated
Note, or upon delivery to the Trustee of evidence of such loss, destruction or wrongful taking reasonably satisfactory to the Trustee and the Company. In
the case of a lost, destroyed or wrongfully taken Note, the Company and the Trustee may require the Holder thereof to provide such security or indemnity
that is reasonably satisfactory to the Company and the Trustee to protect the Company and the Trustee from any loss that any of them may suffer if such
Note is replaced.

Every replacement Note issued pursuant to this Section 2.13 will be an additional obligation of the Company and will be entitled to all of the
benefits of this Indenture equally and ratably with all other Notes issued under this Indenture.

Section 2.14. REeGisTERED HOLDERS; CERTAIN RiGHTS wiTH RESPECT TO GLOBAL NOTES.

Only the Holder of a Note will have rights under this Indenture as the owner of such Note. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing,
Depositary Participants will have no rights as such under this Indenture with respect to any Global Note held on their behalf by the Depositary or its
nominee, or by the Trustee as its custodian, and the Company, the Trustee and the Note Agents, and their respective agents, may treat the Depositary as the
absolute owner of such Global Note for all purposes whatsoever; provided, however, that (A) the Holder of any Global Note may grant proxies and
otherwise authorize any Person, including Depositary Participants and Persons that hold interests in Notes through Depositary Participants, to take any
action that such Holder is entitled to take with respect to such Global Note under this Indenture or the Notes; and (B) the Company and the Trustee, and
their respective agents, may give effect to any written certification, proxy or other authorization furnished by the Depositary.
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Section 2.15. CANCELLATION.

Without limiting the generality of Section 3.07, the Company may at any time deliver Notes to the Trustee for cancellation. The Registrar, the
Paying Agent and the Conversion Agent will forward to the Trustee each Note duly surrendered to them for transfer, exchange, payment or conversion. The
Trustee will promptly cancel all Notes so surrendered to it accordance with its customary procedures. Without limiting the generality of Section 2.03(B),
the Company may not originally issue new Notes to replace Notes that it has paid or that have been cancelled upon transfer, exchange, payment or
conversion.

Section 2.16. Notes HELD BY THE COMPANY OR ITS AFFILIATES.

Without limiting the generality of Section 3.07, in determining whether the Holders of the required aggregate principal amount of Notes have
concurred in any direction, waiver or consent, Notes owned by the Company or any of its Affiliates will be deemed not to be outstanding; provided,
however, that, for purposes of determining whether the Trustee is protected in relying on any such direction, waiver or consent, only Notes that a
Responsible Officer of the Trustee knows are so owned will be so disregarded.

Section 2.17. TemporARY NOTES.

Until definitive Notes are ready for delivery, the Company may issue, execute and deliver, and the Trustee will authenticate, in each case in
accordance with Section 2.02, temporary Notes. Temporary Notes will be substantially in the form of definitive Notes but may have variations that the
Company considers appropriate for temporary Notes. The Company will promptly prepare, issue, execute and deliver, and the Trustee will authenticate, in
each case in accordance with Section 2.02, definitive Notes in exchange for temporary Notes. Until so exchanged, each temporary Note will in all respects
be entitled to the same benefits under this Indenture as definitive Notes.

Section 2.18. OutsTaNDING NOTES.

A) Generally. The Notes that are outstanding at any time will be deemed to be those Notes that, at such time, have been duly executed and
authenticated, excluding those Notes (or portions thereof) that have theretofore been (i) cancelled by the Trustee or delivered to the Trustee for cancellation
in accordance with Section 2.15; (ii) assigned a principal amount of zero by notation on the “Schedule of Exchanges of Interests in the Global Note”
forming part of any a Global Note representing such Note; (iii) paid in full in accordance with this Indenture; or (iv) deemed to cease to be outstanding to
the extent provided in, and subject to, clause (B), (C) or (D) of this Section 2.18.
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®) Replaced Notes. If a Note is replaced pursuant to Section 2.13, then such Note will cease to be outstanding at the time of its
replacement, unless the Trustee and the Company receive proof reasonably satisfactory to them that such Note is held by a “bona fide purchaser” under
applicable law.

®) Deposit of Funds. Before 11:00 A.M., New York City time, on each Redemption Date, Fundamental Change Repurchase Date or
Interest Payment Date, and on the Maturity Date or any other date on which any cash amount is due on the Notes, the Company will deposit, or will cause
there to be deposited, with the Paying Agent cash, in funds immediately available on such date, sufficient to pay the cash amount due on the applicable
Notes on such date. The Paying Agent will return to the Company, as soon as practicable, any money not required for such purpose.

Section 3.02. ExcuHANGE Act REPORTS.

If the Company is not subject to Section 13 or 15(d) of the Exchange Act at any time when any Notes or Conversion Shares are outstanding and
constitute “restricted securities” (as defined in Rule 144), then the Company (or its successor) will promptly provide, to the Trustee and, upon written
request, to any Holder, beneficial owner or prospective purchaser of such Notes or Conversion Shares, the information required to be delivered pursuant to
Rule 144A(d)(4) under the Securities Act to facilitate the resale of such Notes or Conversion Shares pursuant to Rule 144A. The Company (or its
successor) will take such further action as any Holder or beneficial owner of such Notes or Conversion Shares may reasonably request to enable such
Holder or beneficial owner to sell such Notes or Conversion Shares pursuant to Rule 144A.
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Section 3.04. AbDDITIONAL INTEREST.
A) Accrual of Additional Interest.

then Additional Interest will accrue on such Note for each day during such period on which such failure is continuing or such Note is not Freely

(ii) In addition, Additional Interest will accrue on a Note on each day on which such Note is not Freely Tradable on or after the
De-Legending Deadline Date of such Note.

®) Amount and Payment of Additional Interest. Any Additional Interest that accrues on a Note pursuant to Section 3.04(A) will be
payable on the same dates and in the same manner as the Stated Interest on such Note and will accrue at a rate per annum equal to one quarter of one
percent (0.25%) of the principal amount thereof for the first ninety (90) days on which Additional Interest accrues and, thereafter, at a rate per annum equal
to one half of one percent (0.50%) of the principal amount thereof; provided, however, that in no event will Additional Interest that may accrue as a result
of the Company’s failure to timely file any report (other than Form 8-K reports) that it is required to file with the SEC pursuant to Section 13 or 15(d) of
the Exchange Act, together with any Special Interest, accrue on any day on a Note at a combined rate per annum that exceeds one half of one percent
(0.50%).

and (ii) Special Interest will cease to accrue on any Notes from, and including, such one hundred and eighty first (181st) calendar day (it being understood
that interest on any defaulted Special Interest will nonetheless accrue pursuant to Section 2.05(B)).

®) Amount and Payment of Special Interest. Any Special Interest that accrues on a Note pursuant to Section 7.03(A) will be payable on

®) Procedural Matters. The Trustee may maintain a proceeding even if it does not possess any of the Notes or does not produce any of
them in such proceeding. A delay or omission by the Trustee or any Holder in exercising any right or remedy following an Event of Default will not impair
the right or remedy or constitute a waiver of, or acquiescence in, such Event of Default. All remedies will be cumulative to the extent permitted by law.

Section 7.05. 'WAIVER oF PasT DEFAULTS.

An Event of Default pursuant to clause (i), (ii), (iv) or (vi) of Section 7.01(A) (that, in the case of clause (vi) only, results from a Default under
any covenant that cannot be amended without the consent of each affected Holder), and a Default that could lead to such an Event of Default, can be
waived only with the consent of each affected Holder. Each other Default or Event of Default may be waived, on behalf of all Holders, by the Holders of a
majority in aggregate principal amount of the Notes then outstanding. If an Event of Default is so waived, then it will cease to exist. If a Default is so
waived, then it will be deemed to be cured and any Event of Default arising therefrom will be deemed not to occur. However, no such waiver will extend to
any subsequent or other Default or Event of Default or impair any right arising therefrom.
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SEcTION 7.06. CoNTROL BY MAJORITY.

Holders of a majority in aggregate principal amount of the Notes then outstanding may direct the time, method and place of conducting any
proceeding for exercising any remedy available to the Trustee or exercising any trust or power conferred on it. However, the Trustee may refuse to follow
any direction that conflicts with law, this Indenture or the Notes, or that, subject to Section 10.01, the Trustee determines may be unduly prejudicial to the
rights of other Holders or may involve the Trustee in liability.

Section 7.07.  LimiItaTioN oN Suits.

No Holder may pursue any remedy with respect to this Indenture or the Notes (except to enforce (x) its rights to receive the principal of, or the
Redemption Price or Fundamental Change Repurchase Price for, or interest on, any Notes; or (y) the Company’s obligations to convert any Notes pursuant
to Article 5), unless:

(A) such Holder has previously delivered to the Trustee notice that an Event of Default is continuing;

®) Holders of at least twenty five percent (25%) in aggregate principal amount of the Notes then outstanding deliver a written request to
the Trustee to pursue such remedy;

© such Holder or Holders offer and, if requested, provide to the Trustee security and indemnity satisfactory to the Trustee against any
loss, liability or expense to the Trustee that may result from the Trustee’s following such request;

(D) the Trustee does not comply with such request within sixty (60) calendar days after its receipt of such request and such offer of security
or indemnity; and

(E) during such sixty (60) calendar day period, Holders of a majority in aggregate principal amount of the Notes then outstanding do not
deliver to the Trustee a direction that is inconsistent with such request.

A Holder of a Note may not use this Indenture to prejudice the rights of another Holder or to obtain a preference or priority over another Holder.
The Trustee will have no duty to determine whether any Holder’s use of this Indenture complies with the preceding sentence.

Section 7.08.  AsoLuTE RiGHT oF HOLDERS TO INSTITUTE SuIT FOR THE ENFORCEMENT OF THE RIGHT TO RECEIVE PAYMENT AND CONVERSION CONSIDERATION.
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Indenture or the Notes, the right of each Holder of a Note to bring suit for the enforcement of any
payment or delivery, as applicable, of the principal of, or the redemption price or the Redemption Price or Fundamental Change Repurchase Price for, or

any interest on, or the Conversion Consideration due pursuant to Article 5 upon conversion of, such Note on or after the respective due dates therefor
provided in this Indenture and the Notes, will not be impaired or affected without the consent of such Holder.
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Section 7.09. CoLLEcTION SuIrt BY TRUSTEE.

The Trustee will have the right, upon the occurrence and continuance of an Event of Default pursuant to clause (i), (ii) or (iv) of Section 7.01(A),
to recover judgment in its own name and as trustee of an express trust against the Company for the total unpaid or undelivered principal of, or the
Redemption Price or Fundamental Change Repurchase Price for, or interest on, or Conversion Consideration due pursuant to Article 5 upon conversion of,
the Notes, as applicable, and, to the extent lawful, any Default Interest on any Defaulted Amounts, and such further amounts sufficient to cover the costs
and expenses of collection, including compensation provided for in Section 10.06.

Section 7.10. TrusteE May FiLE Proors oF CLAIM.

The Trustee has the right to (A) file such proofs of claim and other papers or documents as may be necessary or advisable in order to have the
claims of the Trustee and the Holders allowed in any judicial proceedings relative to the Company (or any other obligor upon the Notes) or its creditors or
property and (B) collect, receive and distribute any money or other property payable or deliverable on any such claims. Each Holder authorizes any
custodian in such proceeding to make such payments to the Trustee, and, if the Trustee consents to the making of such payments directly to the Holders, to
pay to the Trustee any amount due to the Trustee for the reasonable compensation, expenses, disbursements and advances of the Trustee, and its agents and
counsel, and any other amounts payable to the Trustee pursuant to Section 10.06. To the extent that the payment of any such compensation, expenses,
disbursements, advances and other amounts out of the estate in such proceeding, is denied for any reason, payment of the same will be secured by a lien on,
and will be paid out of, any and all distributions, dividends, money, securities and other properties that the Holders may be entitled to receive in such
proceeding (whether in liquidation or under any plan of reorganization or arrangement or otherwise). Nothing in this Indenture will be deemed to authorize
the Trustee to authorize, consent to, accept or adopt on behalf of any Holder any plan of reorganization, arrangement, adjustment or composition affecting
the Notes or the rights of any Holder, or to authorize the Trustee to vote in respect of the claim of any Holder in any such proceeding.

Section 7.11.  PRIORITIES.

without preference or priority of any kind, according to such amounts or other property due and payable on all of the Notes; and

Third: to the Company or such other Person as a court of competent jurisdiction directs.
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The Trustee may fix a record date and payment date for any payment or delivery to the Holders pursuant to this Section 7.11, in which case the
Trustee will instruct the Company to, and the Company will, deliver, at least fifteen (15) calendar days before such record date, to each Holder and the
Trustee a notice stating such record date, such payment date and the amount of such payment or nature of such delivery, as applicable.

Section 7.12.  UNDERTAKING FOR CoOsTS.

In any suit for the enforcement of any right or remedy under this Indenture or the Notes or in any suit against the Trustee for any action taken or
omitted by it as Trustee, a court, in its discretion, may (A) require the filing by any litigant party in such suit of an undertaking to pay the costs of such suit,
and (B) assess reasonable costs (including reasonable attorneys’ fees) against any litigant party in such suit, having due regard to the merits and good faith
of the claims or defenses made by such litigant party; provided, however, that this Section 7.12 does not apply to any suit by the Trustee, any suit by a
Holder pursuant to Section 7.08 or any suit by one or more Holders of more than ten percent (10%) in aggregate principal amount of the Notes then
outstanding.

(D) add to the Company’s covenants or Events of Default for the benefit of the Holders or surrender any right or power conferred on the
Company;

(E) provide for the assumption of the Company’s obligations under this Indenture and the Notes pursuant to, and in compliance with,
Article 6;

(F) enter into supplemental indentures pursuant to, and in accordance with, Section 5.09 in connection with a Common Stock Change

Event;
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Q) irrevocably elect or eliminate any Settlement Method or Specified Dollar Amount; provided, however, that (1) no such election or
elimination will affect any Settlement Method theretofore elected (or deemed to be elected) with respect to any Note pursuant to Section 5.03(A); and (2)
such irrevocable election or elimination can in no event result in a Specified Dollar Amount of less than $1,000 per $1,000 principal amount of Notes
applying to the conversion of any Note.

(H) evidence or provide for the acceptance of the appointment, under this Indenture, of a successor Trustee;

O conform the provisions of this Indenture and the Notes to the “Description of Notes” section of the Company’s Preliminary Offering
Memorandum, dated June 14, 2021, as supplemented by the related Pricing Term Sheet, dated June 15, 2021;

) provide for or confirm the issuance of additional Notes pursuant to Section 2.03(B);

(K) comply with any requirement of the SEC in connection with any qualification of this Indenture or any supplemental indenture under the
Trust Indenture Act, as then in effect; or

@) make any other change to this Indenture or the Notes that does not, individually or in the aggregate with all other such changes,
adversely affect the rights of the Holders, as such, in any material respect.

Section 8.02. 'WirH THE ConseNT oF HOLDERS.

A) Generally. Subject to Sections 8.01, 7.05 and 7.08 and the immediately following sentence, the Company and the Trustee may, with the
consent of the Holders of a majority in aggregate principal amount of the Notes then outstanding, amend or supplement this Indenture or the Notes or
waive compliance with any provision of this Indenture or the Notes. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in the foregoing sentence, without the
consent of each affected Holder, no amendment or supplement to this Indenture or the Notes, or waiver of any provision of this Indenture or the Notes,
may:

@) reduce the principal, or extend the stated maturity, of any Note;

(ii) reduce the Redemption Price or Fundamental Change Repurchase Price for any Note or change the times at which, or the
circumstances under which, the Notes will be redeemed or repurchased by the Company;

(iii) reduce the rate, or extend the time for the payment, of interest on any Note;

@iv) make any change that adversely affects the conversion rights of any Note;

W) impair the rights of any Holder set forth in Section 7.08 (as such section is in effect on the Issue Date);

(vi) change the ranking of the Notes;

(vii) make any note payable in money, or at a place of payment, other than that stated in this Indenture or the Note;
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(viii) reduce the amount of Notes whose Holders must consent to any amendment, supplement, waiver or other modification; or

(ix) make any direct or indirect change to any amendment, supplement, waiver or modification provision of this Indenture or
the Notes that requires the consent of each affected Holder.

For the avoidance of doubt, pursuant to clauses (i), (ii), (iii) and (iv) of this Section 8.02(A), no amendment or supplement to this Indenture or the
Notes, or waiver of any provision of this Indenture or the Notes, may change the amount or type of consideration due on any Note (whether on an Interest
Payment Date, Redemption Date, Fundamental Change Repurchase Date or the Maturity Date or upon conversion, or otherwise), or the date(s) or time(s)
such consideration is payable or deliverable, as applicable, without the consent of each affected Holder.

®) Holders Need Not Approve the Particular Form of any Amendment. A consent of any Holder pursuant to this Section 8.02 need
approve only the substance, and not necessarily the particular form, of the proposed amendment, supplement or waiver.

Section 8.03. NoTICE OF AMENDMENTS, SUPPLEMENTS AND WAIVERS.

Promptly after any amendment, supplement or waiver pursuant to Section 8.01 or 8.02 becomes effective, the Company will send to the Holders
and the Trustee notice that (A) describes the substance of such amendment, supplement or waiver in reasonable detail and (B) states the effective date
thereof. The failure to send, or the existence of any defect in, such notice will not impair or affect the validity of such amendment, supplement or waiver.

Section 8.04. REvocatioN, EFFECT AND SoLICITATION OF CONSENTS; SPECIAL RECORD DATES; ETcC.

A) Revocation and Effect of Consents. The consent of a Holder of a Note to an amendment, supplement or waiver will bind (and
constitute the consent of) each subsequent Holder of any Note to the extent the same evidences any portion of the same indebtedness as the consenting
Holder’s Note, subject to the right of any Holder of a Note to revoke (if not prohibited pursuant to Section 8.04(B)) any such consent with respect to such
Note by delivering notice of revocation to the Trustee before the time such amendment, supplement or waiver becomes effective.

®) Special Record Dates. The Company may, but is not required to, fix a record date for the purpose of determining the Holders entitled
to consent or take any other action in connection with any amendment, supplement or waiver pursuant to this Article 8. If a record date is fixed, then,

Section 8.05. NotaTioNs AND EXCHANGES.

If any amendment, supplement or waiver changes the terms of a Note, then the Trustee or the Company may, in its discretion, require the Holder
of such Note to deliver such Note to the Trustee so that the Trustee may place an appropriate notation prepared by the Company on such Note and return
such Note to such Holder.

Article 9. SATISFACTION AND DISCHARGE

Section 9.01. TermINATION OF COoMPANY’s OBLIGATIONS.

This Indenture will be discharged, and will cease to be of further effect as to all Notes issued under this Indenture, when:

A) all Notes then outstanding (other than Notes replaced pursuant to Section 2.13) have (i) been delivered to the Trustee for cancellation;

or (ii) become due and payable (whether on a Redemption Date, Fundamental Change Repurchase Date, the Maturity Date, upon conversion or otherwise)
for an amount of cash or Conversion Consideration, as applicable, that has been fixed,;
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(B) the Company has caused there to be irrevocably deposited with the Trustee, or with the Paying Agent (or, with respect to Conversion
Consideration, the Conversion Agent), in each case for the benefit of the Holders, or has otherwise caused there to be delivered to the Holders, cash (or,
with respect to Notes to be converted, Conversion Consideration) sufficient to satisfy all amounts or other property due on all Notes then outstanding (other
than Notes replaced pursuant to Section 2.13);

©) the Company has paid all other amounts payable by it under this Indenture; and

(D) the Company has delivered to the Trustee an Officer’s Certificate and an Opinion of Counsel, each stating that the conditions precedent
to the discharge of this Indenture have been satisfied;

provided, however, that Article 10 and Section 11.01 will survive such discharge and, until no Notes remain outstanding, Section 2.15 and the obligations
of the Trustee, the Paying Agent and the Conversion Agent with respect to money or other property deposited with them will survive such discharge.

At the Company’s request, the Trustee will acknowledge the satisfaction and discharge of this Indenture.
Section 9.02. RepAYMENT TO COMPANY.

Subject to applicable unclaimed property law, the Trustee, the Paying Agent and the Conversion Agent will promptly notify the Company if there
exists (and, at the Company’s request, promptly deliver to the Company) any cash, Conversion Consideration or other property held by any of them for
payment or delivery on the Notes that remain unclaimed two (2) years after the date on which such payment or delivery was due. After such delivery to the
Company, the Trustee, the Paying Agent and the Conversion Agent will have no further liability to any Holder with respect to such cash, Conversion
Consideration or other property, and Holders entitled to the payment or delivery of such cash, Conversion Consideration or other property must look to the
Company for payment as a general creditor of the Company.

Section 9.03. REINSTATEMENT.

If the Trustee, the Paying Agent or the Conversion Agent is unable to apply any cash or other property deposited with it pursuant to Section 9.01
because of any legal proceeding or any order or judgment of any court or other governmental authority that enjoins, restrains or otherwise prohibits such
application, then the discharge of this Indenture pursuant to Section 9.01 will be rescinded; provided, however, that if the Company thereafter pays or
delivers any cash or other property due on the Notes to the Holders thereof, then the Company will be subrogated to the rights of such Holders to receive
such cash or other property from the cash or other property, if any, held by the Trustee, the Paying Agent or the Conversion Agent, as applicable.
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Article 10. TRUSTEE
Section 10.01. Duties oF THE TRUSTEE.

(A) If an Event of Default has occurred and is continuing, the Trustee will exercise such of the rights and powers vested in it by this
Indenture, and use the same degree of care and skill in its exercise, as a prudent person would exercise or use under the circumstances in the conduct of
such person’s own affairs.

(B) Except during the continuance of an Event of Default:

@) the duties of the Trustee will be determined solely by the express provisions of this Indenture, and the Trustee need
perform only those duties that are specifically set forth in this Indenture and no others, and no implied covenants or obligations will be read
into this Indenture against the Trustee; and

(ii) in the absence of bad faith or willful misconduct on its part, the Trustee may conclusively rely, as to the truth of the
statements and the correctness of the opinions expressed therein, upon any certificates or opinions that are provided to the Trustee and
conform to the requirements of this Indenture. However, the Trustee will examine the certificates and opinions to determine whether or not
they conform to the requirements of this Indenture (but need not confirm or investigate the accuracy of mathematical calculations or other
facts stated therein).

© The Trustee may not be relieved from liabilities for its negligence, bad faith or willful misconduct, except that:
@) this paragraph will not limit the effect of Section 10.01(B);
(ii) the Trustee will not be liable for any error of judgment made in good faith by a Responsible Officer, unless it is proved that

the Trustee was negligent in ascertaining the pertinent facts;

(iii) the Trustee will not be liable with respect to any action it takes or omits to take in good faith in accordance with a direction
received by it pursuant to Section 7.06; and

@iv) no provision of this Indenture will require the Trustee to expend or risk its own funds or incur any liability in the
performance of any of its duties under this Indenture, or in the exercise of any of its rights or powers, if it has reasonable grounds to believe

that repayment of such funds or adequate indemnity against such liability is not reasonably assured to it.

(D) Each provision of this Indenture that in any way relates to the Trustee is subject to paragraphs (A), (B) and (C) of this Section 10.01,
regardless of whether such provision so expressly provides.

(E) The Trustee will not be liable for interest on any money received by it, except as the Trustee may agree in writing with the Company.
Money held in trust by the Trustee need not be segregated from other funds, except to the extent required by law.
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Section 10.02. RiguTts oF THE TRUSTEE.

(A) The Trustee may conclusively rely on any document that it believes to be genuine and signed or presented by the proper Person, and
the Trustee need not investigate any fact or matter stated in such document.

(B) Before the Trustee acts or refrains from acting, it may require, and may conclusively rely on, an Officer’s Certificate, an Opinion of
Counsel or both. The Trustee will not be liable for any action it takes or omits to take in good faith in reliance on such Officer’s Certificate or Opinion of
Counsel. The Trustee may consult with counsel; and the advice of such counsel, or any Opinion of Counsel, will constitute full and complete authorization
of the Trustee to take or omit to take any action in good faith in reliance thereon without liability.

©) The Trustee may act through its attorneys and agents and will not be responsible for the misconduct or negligence of any such agent
appointed with due care.

(D) The Trustee will not be liable for any action it takes or omits to take in good faith and that it believes to be authorized or within the
rights or powers vested in it by this Indenture.

(E) Unless otherwise specifically provided in this Indenture, any demand, request, direction or notice from the Company will be sufficient
if signed by an Officer.
(F) The Trustee need not exercise any rights or powers vested in it by this Indenture at the request or direction of any Holder unless such

Holder has offered the Trustee security or indemnity satisfactory to the Trustee against any loss, liability or expense that it may incur in complying with
such request or direction.

G) The Trustee will not be responsible or liable for any punitive, special, indirect or consequential loss or damage (including lost profits),
even if the Trustee has been advised of the likelihood of such loss or damage and regardless of the form of action.

(H) The Trustee will not be bound to make any investigation into the facts or matters stated in any resolution, certificate, statement,
instrument, opinion, report, notice, request, direction, consent, order, bond, debenture, note, other evidence of indebtedness or other paper or document, but
the Trustee, in its discretion, may make such further inquiry or investigation into such facts or matters as it may see fit, and the Trustee will incur no
liability or additional liability of any kind by reason of such inquiry or investigation.

O The Trustee will not be deemed to have notice of any Default or Event of Default unless written notice of any event that is a Default
or Event of Default is received from the Company or any Holder by a Responsible Officer of the Trustee at the corporate trust office of the Trustee, and
such notice references the Notes and this Indenture;

) The rights, privileges, protections, immunities and benefits given to the Trustee, including its right to be indemnified, are extended to,

and will be enforceable by, the Trustee in each of its capacities under this Indenture.
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(K) The Trustee may request that the Company deliver a certificate setting forth the names of individuals or titles of officers authorized at
such time to take specified actions pursuant to this Indenture.

Section 10.03. InpivipuaL RicaTs OF THE TRUSTEE.

The Trustee, in its individual or any other capacity, may become the owner or pledgee of any Note and may otherwise deal with the Company or
any of its Affiliates with the same rights that it would have if it were not Trustee; provided, however, that if the Trustee acquires a “conflicting interest”
(within the meaning of Section 310(b) of the Trust Indenture Act), then it must eliminate such conflict within ninety (90) days or resign as Trustee. Each
Note Agent will have that same rights and duties as the trustee under this Section 10.03.

Section 10.04. TRUSTEE’s DISCLAIMER.

The Trustee will not be (A) responsible for, and makes no representation as to, the validity or adequacy of this Indenture or the Notes; (B)
accountable for the Company’s use of the proceeds from the Notes or any money paid to the Company or upon the Company’s direction under any
provision of this Indenture; (C) responsible for the use or application of any money received by any Paying Agent other than the Trustee; and (D)
responsible for any statement or recital in this Indenture, the Notes or any other document relating to the sale of the Notes or this Indenture, other than the
Trustee’s certificate of authentication.

Section 10.05. NoticE oF DEraULTS.

If a Default or Event of Default occurs and is continuing of which a Responsible Officer of the Trustee has received written notice, then the
Trustee will send Holders a notice of such Default or Event of Default within ninety (90) days after receipt of such notice; provided, however, that, except
in the case of a Default or Event of Default in the payment of the principal of, or interest on, any Note, or a Default in the payment or delivery of the
Conversion Consideration due upon conversion of any Note, the Trustee may withhold such notice if and for so long as it in good faith determines that
withholding such notice is in the interests of the Holders.

Section 10.06. ComMPENSATION AND INDEMNITY.
(A) The Company will, from time to time, pay the Trustee reasonable compensation for its acceptance of this Indenture and services under
this Indenture. The Trustee’s compensation will not be limited by any law on compensation of a trustee of an express trust. In addition to the compensation

for the Trustee’s services, the Company will reimburse the Trustee promptly upon request for all reasonable disbursements, advances and expenses incurred
or made by it under this Indenture, including the reasonable compensation, disbursements and expenses of the Trustee’s agents and counsel.
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(B) The Company will indemnify the Trustee against any and all losses, liabilities or expenses incurred by it arising out of or in
connection with the acceptance or administration of its duties under this Indenture, including the costs and expenses of enforcing this Indenture against the
Company (including this Section 10.06) and defending itself against any claim (whether asserted by the Company, any Holder or any other Person) or
liability in connection with the exercise or performance of any of its powers or duties under this Indenture, except to the extent any such loss, liability or
expense may be attributable to its negligence or willful misconduct. The Trustee will promptly notify the Company of any claim for which it may seek
indemnity, but the Trustee’s failure to so notify the Company will not relieve the Company of its obligations under this Section 10.06(B), except to the
extent the Company is materially prejudiced by such failure. The Company will defend such claim, and the Trustee will cooperate in such defense. If the
Trustee is advised by counsel that it may have defenses available to it that are in conflict with the defenses available to the Company, or that there is an
actual or potential conflict of interest, then the Trustee may retain separate counsel, and the Company will pay the reasonable fees and expenses of such
counsel (including the reasonable fees and expenses of counsel to the Trustee incurred in evaluating whether such a conflict exists). The Company need not
pay for any settlement of any such claim made without its consent, which consent will not be unreasonably withheld.

© The obligations of the Company under this Section 10.06 will survive the resignation or removal of the Trustee and the discharge of
this Indenture.

D) To secure the Company’s payment obligations in this Section 10.06, the Trustee will have a lien prior to the Notes on all money or
property held or collected by the Trustee, except that held in trust to pay principal of, or interest on, particular Notes, which lien will survive the discharge
of this Indenture.

(E) If the Trustee incurs expenses or renders services after an Event of Default pursuant to clause (ix) or (x) of Section 7.01(A) occurs,
then such expenses and the compensation for such services (including the fees and expenses of its agents and counsel) are intended to constitute expenses
of administration under any Bankruptcy Law.

Section 10.07. REPLACEMENT OF THE TRUSTEE.

A) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Section 10.07, a resignation or removal of the Trustee, and the appointment of a
successor Trustee, will become effective only upon such successor Trustee’s acceptance of appointment as provided in this Section 10.07.

B) The Trustee may resign at any time and be discharged from the trust created by this Indenture by so notifying the Company. The
Holders of a majority in aggregate principal amount of the Notes then outstanding may remove the Trustee by so notifying the Trustee and the Company in
writing with thirty (30) days prior notice. The Company may remove the Trustee if:

@) the Trustee fails to comply with Section 10.09;

(ii) the Trustee is adjudged to be bankrupt or insolvent or an order for relief is entered with respect to the Trustee under any
Bankruptcy Law;

(iii) a custodian or public officer takes charge of the Trustee or its property; or

@iv) the Trustee becomes incapable of acting.
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© If the Trustee resigns or is removed, or if a vacancy exists in the office of Trustee for any reason, then (i) the Company will promptly
appoint a successor Trustee; and (ii) at any time within one (1) year after the successor Trustee takes office, the Holders of a majority in aggregate principal
amount of the Notes then outstanding may appoint a successor Trustee to replace such successor Trustee appointed by the Company.

(D) If a successor Trustee does not take office within thirty (30) days after the retiring Trustee resigns or is removed, then the retiring
Trustee, the Company or the Holders of at least ten percent (10%) in aggregate principal amount of the Notes then outstanding may petition any court of
competent jurisdiction for the appointment of a successor Trustee.

(E) If the Trustee, after written request by a Holder of at least six (6) months, fails to comply with Section 10.09, then such Holder may
petition any court of competent jurisdiction for the removal of the Trustee and the appointment of a successor Trustee.

(F) A successor Trustee will deliver a written acceptance of its appointment to the retiring Trustee and to the Company, upon which notice
the resignation or removal of the retiring Trustee will become effective and the successor Trustee will have all the rights, powers and duties of the Trustee
under this Indenture. The successor Trustee will send notice of its succession to Holders. The retiring Trustee will, upon payment of all amounts due to it
under this Indenture, promptly transfer all property held by it as Trustee to the successor Trustee, which property will, for the avoidance of doubt, be
subject to the lien provided for in Section 10.06(D).

Section 10.09.  Successor TRUSTEE BY MERGER, ETc.

If the Trustee consolidates, merges or converts into, or transfers all or substantially all of its corporate trust business to, another Person, then such
Person will become the successor Trustee without any further act.

Section 10.09. ELIGIBILITY; DISQUALIFICATION.

There will at all times be a Trustee under this Indenture that is a Person organized and doing business under the laws of the United States of
America or of any state thereof, that is authorized under such laws to exercise corporate trustee power, that is subject to supervision or examination by
federal or state authorities and that has a combined capital and surplus of at least $100.0 million as set forth in its most recent published annual report of
condition.

This letter agreement constitutes a “Confirmation” as referred to in the ISDA Master Agreement specified below. Each party further agrees that
this Confirmation together with the Agreement evidence a complete binding agreement between Counterparty and Dealer as to the subject matter and terms
of the Transaction to which this Confirmation relates, and shall supersede all prior or contemporaneous written or oral communications with respect
thereto.

If
Dealer is satisfied with such procedures and documentation, it shall sell the Restricted Shares pursuant to such registration
statement during a period (the “Resale Period”) commencing on the Exchange Business Day following delivery of such
Restricted Shares (which, for the avoidance of doubt, shall be (x) the Share Termination Payment Date in case of settlement in
Share Termination Delivery Units pursuant to Section 9(i) above or (y) the Settlement Date in respect of the final Expiration
Date for all Daily Number of Warrants) and ending on the Exchange Business Day on which Dealer completes the sale of all
Restricted Shares in a commercially reasonable manner or, in the case of settlement of Share Termination Delivery Units, a
sufficient number of Restricted Shares so that the realized net proceeds of such sales equals or exceeds the Payment Obligation
(as defined above). If the Payment Obligation exceeds the realized net proceeds from such resale, Company shall transfer to
Dealer by the open of the regular trading session on the Exchange on the Exchange Business Day immediately following such
resale the amount of such excess (the “Additional Amount”) in cash or in a number of Shares (“Make-whole Shares”) in an
amount that, based on the Settlement Price on such day (as if such day was the “Valuation Date” for purposes of computing such
Settlement Price), has a dollar value equal to the Additional Amount. The Resale Period shall continue to enable the sale of the
Make-whole Shares. If Company elects to pay the Additional Amount in Shares, the requirements and provisions for
Registration Settlement shall apply. This provision shall be applied successively until the Additional Amount is equal to zero. In
no event shall Company deliver a number of Restricted Shares greater than the Maximum Number of Shares.

Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Company agrees that (A) any Restricted Shares delivered to Dealer may be
transferred by and among Dealer and its affiliates and Company shall effect such transfer without any further action by Dealer
and (B) after the period of 6 months from the Trade Date (or 1 year from the Trade Date if, at such time, informational
requirements of Rule 144(c) under the Securities Act are not satisfied with respect to Company) has elapsed in respect of any
Restricted Shares delivered to Dealer, Company shall promptly remove, or cause the transfer agent for such Restricted Shares to
remove, any legends referring to any such restrictions or requirements from such Restricted Shares upon request by Dealer (or
such affiliate of Dealer) to Company or such transfer agent, without any requirement for the delivery of any certificate, consent,
agreement, opinion of counsel, notice or any other document, any transfer tax stamps or payment of any other amount or any
other action by Dealer (or such affiliate of Dealer). Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, to the extent the provisions
of Rule 144 of the Securities Act or any successor rule are amended, or the applicable interpretation thereof by the Securities
and Exchange Commission or any court change after the Trade Date, the agreements of Company herein shall be deemed
modified to the extent necessary, in the opinion of outside counsel of Company, to comply with Rule 144 of the Securities Act,
as in effect at the time of delivery of the relevant Shares or Share Termination Delivery Property.

If the Private Placement Settlement or the Registration Settlement shall not be effected as set forth in clauses (i) or (ii), as

applicable, then failure to effect such Private Placement Settlement or such Registration Settlement shall constitute an Event of
Default with respect to which Company shall be the Defaulting Party.
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Limit on Beneficial Ownership. Notwithstanding any other provisions hereof, Dealer may not exercise any Warrant hereunder or be
entitled to take delivery of any Shares deliverable hereunder, and Automatic Exercise shall not apply with respect to any Warrant
hereunder, to the extent (but only to the extent) that, after such receipt of any Shares upon the exercise of such Warrant or otherwise
hereunder [and after taking into account any Shares deliverable to Dealer under the letter agreement dated June 15, 2021 between Dealer
and Company regarding Base Warrants (the “Base Warrant Confirmation”)], (i) the Section 16 Percentage would exceed 8.5%, or (ii)
the Share Amount would exceed the Applicable Share Limit. Any purported delivery hereunder shall be void and have no effect to the
extent (but only to the extent) that, after such delivery [and after taking into account any Shares deliverable to Dealer under the Base
Warrant Confirmation], (i) the Section 16 Percentage would exceed 8.5%, or (ii) the Share Amount would exceed the Applicable Share
Limit. If any delivery owed to Dealer hereunder is not made, in whole or in part, as a result of this provision, Company’s obligation to
make such delivery shall not be extinguished and Company shall make such delivery as promptly as practicable after, but in no event
later than one Business Day after, Dealer gives notice to Company that, after such delivery, (i) the Section 16 Percentage would not
exceed 8.5%, and (ii) the Share Amount would not exceed the Applicable Share Limit.

Share Deliveries. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, Company agrees that any delivery of Shares or Share Termination
Delivery Property shall be effected by book-entry transfer through the facilities of DTC, or any successor depositary, if at the time of
delivery, such class of Shares or class of Share Termination Delivery Property is in book-entry form at DTC or such successor depositary.

Waiver of Jury Trial. Each party waives, to the fullest extent permitted by applicable law, any right it may have to a trial by jury in respect
of any suit, action or proceeding relating to the Transaction. Each party (i) certifies that no representative, agent or attorney of the other
party has represented, expressly or otherwise, that such other party would not, in the event of such a suit, action or proceeding, seek to
enforce the foregoing waiver and (ii) acknowledges that it and the other party have been induced to enter into the Transaction, as
applicable, by, among other things, the mutual waivers and certifications provided herein.

Tax Disclosure. Effective from the date of commencement of discussions concerning the Transaction, Company and each of its
employees, representatives, or other agents may disclose to any and all persons, without limitation of any kind, the tax treatment and tax
structure of the Transaction and all materials of any kind (including opinions or other tax analyses) that are provided to Company relating
to such tax treatment and tax structure.

Maximum Share Delivery.

(@) Notwithstanding any other provision of this Confirmation, the Agreement or the Equity Definitions, in no event will Company at
any time be required to deliver a number of Shares greater than [__] (the “Maximum Number of Shares”) to Dealer in
connection with the Transaction (including, without limitation, any Shares deliverable to Dealer as a result of any early
termination of the Transaction).

(ii) In the event Company shall not have delivered to Dealer the full number of Shares or Restricted Shares otherwise deliverable by
Company to Dealer pursuant to the terms of the Transaction because Company has insufficient authorized but unissued Shares
that are not reserved for other transactions (such deficit, the “Deficit Shares”), Company shall be continually obligated to
deliver, from time to time, Shares or Restricted Shares, as the case may be, to Dealer until the full number of Deficit Shares have
been delivered pursuant to this Section 9(0)(ii), when, and to the extent that, (A) Shares are repurchased, acquired or otherwise
received by Company or any of its subsidiaries after the Trade Date (whether or not in exchange for cash, fair value or any other
consideration), (B) authorized and unissued Shares previously reserved for issuance in respect of other transactions become no
longer so reserved or (C) Company additionally authorizes any unissued Shares that are not reserved for other transactions;
provided that in no event shall Company deliver any Shares or Restricted Shares to Dealer pursuant to this Section 9(o0)(ii) to the
extent that such delivery would cause the aggregate number of Shares and Restricted Shares delivered to Dealer to exceed the
Maximum Number of Shares. Company shall immediately notify Dealer of the occurrence of any of the foregoing events
(including the number of Shares subject to clause (A), (B) or (C) and the corresponding number of Shares or Restricted Shares,
as the case may be, to be delivered) and promptly deliver such Shares or Restricted Shares, as the case may be, thereafter.
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Right to Extend. Dealer may postpone or add, in whole or in part, any Expiration Date or any other date of valuation or delivery with
respect to some or all of the relevant Warrants (in which event the Calculation Agent shall make appropriate adjustments to the Daily
Number of Warrants with respect to one or more Expiration Dates) if Dealer determines, in its commercially reasonable judgment, that
such extension is reasonably necessary or appropriate (i) to preserve Dealer’s commercially reasonable hedging or commercially
reasonable hedge unwind activity hereunder in light of existing liquidity conditions (but only in the case of a material decrease in
liquidity relative to Dealer’s expectations as of the Trade Date) or (ii) based on advice of counsel, to enable Dealer to effect transactions
in Shares in connection with its commercially reasonable hedging, commercially reasonable hedge unwind or settlement activity
hereunder in a manner that would, if Dealer were Issuer or an affiliated purchaser of Issuer, be in compliance with applicable legal,
regulatory or self-regulatory requirements, or with related policies and procedures applicable to Dealer (so long as such policies and
procedures would generally be applicable to counterparties similar to Company and transactions similar to the Transaction); provided that
no such Expiration Date or other date of valuation or delivery may be postponed or added more than 50 Exchange Business Days after
the original Expiration Date or other date of valuation or delivery, as the case may be.

Status of Claims in Bankruptcy. Dealer acknowledges and agrees that this Confirmation is not intended to convey to Dealer rights against
Company with respect to the Transaction that are senior to the claims of common stockholders of Company in any United States
bankruptcy proceedings of Company; provided that nothing herein shall limit or shall be deemed to limit Dealer’s right to pursue
remedies in the event of a breach by Company of its obligations and agreements with respect to the Transaction; provided, further, that
nothing herein shall limit or shall be deemed to limit Dealer’s rights in respect of any transactions other than the Transaction.

Securities Contract;_Swap Agreement. The parties hereto intend for (i) the Transaction to be a “securities contract” and a “swap
agreement” as defined in the Bankruptcy Code (Title 11 of the United States Code) (the “Bankruptcy Code”), and the parties hereto to
be entitled to the protections afforded by, among other Sections, Sections 362(b)(6), 362(b)(17), 546(e), 546(g), 555 and 560 of the
Bankruptcy Code, (ii) a party’s right to liquidate the Transaction and to exercise any other remedies upon the occurrence of any Event of
Default under the Agreement with respect to the other party to constitute a “contractual right” as described in the Bankruptcy Code, and
(iii) each payment and delivery of cash, securities or other property hereunder to constitute a “margin payment” or “settlement payment”
and a “transfer” as defined in the Bankruptcy Code.

Agreements and Acknowledgements Regarding Hedging. Company understands, acknowledges and agrees that: (A) at any time on and
prior to the last Expiration Date, Dealer and its affiliates may buy or sell Shares or other securities or buy or sell options or futures
contracts or enter into swaps or other derivative securities in order to adjust its hedge position with respect to the Transaction; (B) Dealer
and its affiliates also may be active in the market for Shares other than in connection with hedging activities in relation to the
Transaction; (C) Dealer shall make its own determination as to whether, when or in what manner any hedging or market activities in
securities of Issuer shall be conducted and shall do so in a manner that it deems appropriate to hedge its price and market risk with
respect to the Settlement Prices; and (D) any market activities of Dealer and its affiliates with respect to Shares may affect the market
price and volatility of Shares, as well as the Settlement Prices, each in a manner that may be adverse to Company.

Early Unwind. In the event the sale of the [“Initial Securities”] [“Option Securities”] (as defined in the Purchase Agreement dated as of
June 15, 2021 (the “Purchase Agreement”) among Company, BofA Securities, Inc., Wells Fargo Securities, LLC, Goldman Sachs & Co.
LLC and Truist Securities, Inc., as representatives of the several Initial Purchasers (the “Initial Purchasers”) is not consummated with the
Initial Purchasers for any reason, or Company fails to deliver to Dealer opinions of counsel as required pursuant to Section 9(a), in each
case by 5:00 p.m. (New York City time) on the Premium Payment Date, or such later date as agreed upon by the parties (the Premium
Payment Date or such later date the “Early Unwind Date”), the Transaction shall automatically terminate (the “Early Unwind”), on the
Early Unwind Date and (i) the Transaction and all of the respective rights and obligations of Dealer and Company under the Transaction
shall be cancelled and terminated and (ii) each party shall be released and discharged by the other party from and agrees not to make any
claim against the other party with respect to any obligations or liabilities of the other party arising out of and to be performed in
connection with the Transaction either prior to or after the Early Unwind Date. Each of Dealer and Company represents and
acknowledges to the other that, upon an Early Unwind, all obligations with respect to the Transaction shall be deemed fully and finally
discharged.
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Payment by Dealer. In the event that (i) an Early Termination Date occurs or is designated with respect to the Transaction as a result of a
Termination Event or an Event of Default (other than an Event of Default arising under Section 5(a)(ii) or 5(a)(iv) of the Agreement) and,
as a result, Dealer owes to Company an amount calculated under Section 6(e) of the Agreement, or (ii) Dealer owes to Company,
pursuant to Section 12.7 or Section 12.9 of the Equity Definitions, an amount calculated under Section 12.8 of the Equity Definitions,
such amount shall be deemed to be zero.

Adjustments. For the avoidance of doubt, whenever the Calculation Agent, Determining Party or Dealer is called upon to make an
adjustment or determine an amount pursuant to the terms of this Confirmation or the Equity Definitions to take into account the effect of
an event, the Calculation Agent, Determining Party or Dealer, as the case may be, shall make such adjustment or determine such amount,
as the case may be, by reference to the effect of such event on the Hedging Party, assuming that the Hedging Party maintains a
commercially reasonable hedge position.

Listing_of Warrant Shares. Company shall have submitted an application for the listing of the Warrant Shares on the Exchange, and such
application and listing shall have been approved by the Exchange, subject only to official notice of issuance, in each case, on or prior to
the Premium Payment Date. Company agrees and acknowledges that such submission and approval shall be a condition precedent for the
purpose of Section 2(a)(iii) of the Agreement with respect to each obligation of Dealer under Section 2(a)(i) of the Agreement.

Amendment. This Confirmation and the Agreement may not be modified, amended or supplemented, except in a written instrument
signed by Company and Dealer.

Counterparts. This Confirmation may be executed in several counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original but all of which
together shall constitute one and the same instrument.

Payee Tax Representations. For the purpose of Section 3(f) of the Agreement, the parties make the respective representations below:

(@) Company represents that it is a corporation created or organized in the United States or under the laws of the United States and
its U.S. taxpayer identification number is 62-0812904. It is “exempt” within the meaning of Treasury Regulation sections
1.6041-3(p) and 1.6049- 4(c) from information reporting on IRS Form 1099 and backup withholding.

Tax Forms. For the purpose of Section 4(a)(i) of the Agreement, Dealer shall provide to Company a valid U.S. Internal Revenue Service
Form [W-9][W-9/W-8], or any successor thereto, (i) on or before the date of execution of this Confirmation, (ii) promptly upon
reasonable demand by Company and (iii) promptly upon learning that any such tax form previously provided by Dealer has become
obsolete or incorrect. For the purpose of Section 4(a)(i) of the Agreement, Company shall provide to Dealer a valid U.S. Internal
Revenue Service Form W-9, or any successor thereto, (i) on or before the date of execution of this Confirmation, (ii) promptly upon
reasonable demand by Dealer and (iii) promptly upon learning that any such tax form previously provided by Company has become
obsolete or incorrect.

United States Foreign Account Tax Compliance Act. “Tax” and “Indemnifiable Tax”, each as defined in Section 14 of the Agreement,
shall not include any withholding tax imposed or collected pursuant to Sections 1471 through 1474 of the U.S. Internal Revenue Code of
1986, as amended (the “Code”), any current or future regulations or official interpretations thereof, any agreement entered into pursuant
to Section 1471(b) of the Code, or any fiscal or regulatory legislation, rules or practices adopted pursuant to any intergovernmental
agreement entered into in connection with the implementation of such Sections of the Code (a “FATCA Withholding Tax”). For the
avoidance of doubt, a FATCA Withholding Tax is a Tax the deduction or withholding of which is required by applicable law for the
purposes of Section 2(d) of the Agreement.

HIRE Act. “Tax” and “Indemnifiable Tax”, each as defined in Section 14 of the Agreement, shall not include any tax imposed on
payments treated as dividends from sources within the United States under Section 871(m) of the Code or any regulations issued

thereunder.
